Do you receive Arbor notifications for messages?

If you use the Parent App, you have the option to enable in-app messages. This allows us to send

information to parents within the Parent App.

Parents can enable push notifications when installing the Parent App on their phone, which means
they'll be notified when they've been sent a new in-app message (whether they're logged in or not).

Sometimes, parents may stop receiving push notifications to their phones. Even though they may
have enabled push notifications on their phones, iOS devices occasionally block push notifications if

the phone is receiving a lot of them.

If you do stop receiving messages, complete the below steps to enable them again:

1. Close the Parent App (make sure that it's not running at the background - see this video on

how to do this)

Go to your settings and switch OFF push notifications for the Parent App.
Restart your phone.

Go to the settings and switch ON push notification for the Parent App.
Restart your phone again.

You should then be able to receive push notifications again.

If after all the steps above have been completed and push notifications are
still not appearing, uninstall the Parent App from the device and install it
again. When installing the second time, make sure that you agree to receive
push notifications from the app.

Electric Scooters — Hertfordshire Police Message

An e-scooter seized by Neighbourhood officer

Please remember - if you ride an e-scooter through the public streets of Hertfordshire, you are
breaking the law.

E-scooters can only be used on private land with the landowner’s permission.

Many parents may be unaware of the legislation and are buying these scooters for their children
thinking they are harmless fun. However, these vehicles can be very dangerous and many people
across the country have been injured because of collisions involving e-scooters.

If you are caught riding one on a public highway, pavement, or cycle lane it could be seized by the
police and you could also be reported for driving offences, which would lead to significant penalty
points and a fine.

If you are a parent letting your child ride these in public, you will be the one found responsible and in
turn this could affect your own driving licence.

REPORTING ONLINE GROOMING AND SEXUAL ABUSE

If you're worried that your child is being groomed online or sexually exploited you should report
your concerns to CEOP.

CEOQOP is part of the National Crime Agency and can investigate what is happening — with the
assurance that the safety and wellbeing of your child is paramount at all times.

It is not always easy to spot the signs of online grooming and sexual exploitation so if you have
any concern at all about someone yvour child is in contact with, you should get in touch right away.

You should always report if your child is or has been in contact with someone whao is:
» Chatting online to your child about sex

» Asking them to do sexual things on webcam

« Asking to meet up if they've only met them online

+« Requesting sexual pictures

» Forcing them into sexual activity

« Making them feel unsafe

You can make a report to CEQP using the CEOP Safety Centre.
