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Arbor Parents/Carers using the Arbor Parent App can now use the basket
feature that was previously exclusive to the Arbor Parent Portal.
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All clubs are charged in advance. Clubs are non-refundable if a child misses
a session or drops out. If for any reason the school has to cancel a club you
will be refunded for that session. Please check individual clubs for the
dates they will be running.

New Payments on Parent App

Important please note:

1. A Late Collection Fee will be charged if your child/ren are not collected
from clubs. Please see our Failure to Collect a Child and Late Collection
Policy.

2. All children must be collected and signed out of the clubs by a known
adult between October half term and February half term. Year 5 and
Year 6 pupil will only be allowed to walk home from clubs after February
half term until October half ferm with written parental permission.

3. Children will only be offered a place at a club once payment has been
received.

4. All clubs are charged in advance and are non-refundable if a child misses
a session or drops out. If for any reason the school has to cancel a club
you will be refunded for that session.

5. Any clubs run by outside agencies will charge their own fees as they are
not set by the school.

Penalty Notice Fines — sept 2024

Hertfordshire

Helping Parents understand Penalty Notice Fines for School Attendance
From 19 August 2024, there is a National Framework for Penalfy Motice Fines being issued for unauthonised absences
recorded by schoals.

Mational Threshold

A single consistent national threshold for when a Penalty Nofice must be considered by ALL schools in England, this

Is:

* 10 sessions (usually equivalent fo 5 school days) of unauthonised absence within a rolling 10 school week
period.

* These sessions do not have to be consecutive and can be made up of a combination of any fype of

unauthonsed absence.

For example, a 3-day unauthonsed leave of absence would meet the national threshold.

The 10-school week period can span different terms or school years.

Who may be fined?

*  Penalty Mofice Fines are issued to each parent who allows their child fo be absent without authonsation from
school.

* For examgle, 3 siblings absent for unauthonsed leave duning term-time would resulf in each parent/carer
receiving J separate fines.

Definition of Parent

« Section 576 of the Education Act 1996 states that, in relation to a child or young person, a ‘parent’ includes any
person who is not a parent (from which can be inferred ‘biclogical parent’) but who has parental responsibility
for or care of the child.

« Parent refers to a person who typically has care of a child or young person if the child lives with them either full
or part fime and they look after them, irespective of what their biclogical or legal relationship is with the child.

First Offence

The first ime a Penalty Motice is issued for unauthonised absence, the fine amount will be:
* £80 per parent, per child if paid within 21 days.
* [ not paid within 21 days, the fine will increase fo £160 per parent, per child, payable between the 22w and
28 day.

Second Offence (within 3 years)

The second fime a Penalty Notice is issued for unauthorised absence, a reduced rate is not available. The amount
[thersfore will be:
* {160 per parent, per child — payable within 28 days.

Third Offence and Any Further Offences (within 3 years)

The third time an offence is committed, a Penalty Motice WILL NOT be issued, and the case will be presented straight
to the Magistrate's Court:
* Prosecution can result in eriminal records and fines of up to £2,500.
* (ases found guilty in a Magistrates Court can show on the parent’s future DBS (Disclosure and Barring
Service) certificate (Disclosure and Baming Service) due fo a “failure to safeguard a child's education’
