Children will learn how to follow 
and create simple instructions 
on the computer.

Following the ELS scheme, 
children will be taught new 
sounds through daily phonics 
sessions. 

Children will explore how the 
way they hold a drawing tool, 
and move their bodies, will 
affect the drawings they make. 

Children will learn through singing 

songs, dancing and playing games 

using the MMC on Charanga. 

Children will locate the four countries and 
their capital cities. They will also explore the 
human and physical features of the UK. 

Children will explore what it means to be a 
good friend.
